Message from the Headteacher

Dear All,

This week we have been focussed on Remembrance and Peace. In a busy week, including
the first mock SATs for Year 6, it was lovely to welcome parents who could attend to our
Remembrance Service. This was a solemn occasion that was well led by Hugo, Naomi,
Janelle and Joe. Thank you Worship Group! This afternoon parents joined me for a cup of
tea before attending our Eco Team presentation on their plans for this year and our
Achievement ceremony. It is a pleasure to have parents back in school to see from the

inside, albeit in small numbers because of space.

Staff have been out in the evenings this weeks to visit other schools for training sessions where expertise is offered.
